Study 02 – Sovereignty of God- Roman 11:33-36
"Ho the depth of wealth,both the wisdom,and knowledge of God!How unsearchable are his judgments and how inscrutable his ways!
Who hath known the mind of the Lord? Or who was your counselor?

Or who first gave it to him will be repaid?
For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen!”
Romans is a book in which Paul teaches us that nothing that man makes of himself is good (Romans 7:14-21). The man is a being limited in his understanding of the world, the next and God. In john chapters 38-39 God himself shows very well that, throughout this text God show us a little His wisdom, before the limited understanding of man in the world where he lives, and even himself.We, as human beings limited in time and space, frame seek God in our understandings,however,the understanding of God's sovereignty is only through Christ,remembering that He is the Beginning and the End, but also the path that leads the Beginning to the End (Rev. 1:8, Ephesians 1:10-11, Colossians 2:2-3, Romans 11:36, John 14:6, I Corinthians 8:6, Ephesians 1 :22-23). 
The biggest barrier to the understanding of God's sovereignty is is that our system and our culture taught us to rely on our own forces so we learn to plan everything. We like to think we control everything in our lives (Jeremiah 17:5-11).Often we like to idealize things, but the problem is that when God does not operate according to our idealizations we're frustrated with him, and we ask for your views and, consequently, his love (Isaiah 55:8-10). Furthermore, the Word shows us God as the controller of all (Romans 9:11-23. Heb 2:8-11, Isaiah 29:16, Isaiah 45:5-12, Jer 18:1-10).

Sovereignty is a unique attribute of God, and is closely linked with the identity of God. God is the only one that can be sovereign, as before, He is love (I John 4:8, 4:16) and being love, He is the only one who is righteous Ps 85:10 "We found love and truth, justice and peace have kissed. "So that good things also happen to bad people and bad things also happen to good people. Thank God! Because we are poor in most of the time and good things happen to us Romans 2:9-12.

The understanding that God is sovereign teaches us to rest and also to dare as never dared, without the rust of anxiety (Matt. 6: 25-34, Luke 12:4-8, Hebrews 2:14-18). 
Believe in the sovereignty of God in the reasoning behind not being shaken by the circumstances (Matthew 8:23-27, Matthew 14:22-33). We can not delude ourselves with ideal conditions. Remember that the ideal of the Garden of Eden did not help at all to Adam. However, the fact that the most adverse conditions does not stop us, because God is love and sustains us even when everything seems contrary (Tg1 :2-4, Rm 8:31-39).

In Jeremiah 18:1-10 God sent the prophet Jeremiah to see the vessel in the potter's hand at the very moment that the vazo was falling and breaking. God then said that He was the potter and the clay is us. The vase was made to break so it is clay, so that we do not superestimássemos. Jeremiah was to learn that God is the Lord of the clay and the clay He does what he wants. So, God allows the vessel to break even is he who is doing because if he did not think it breaks down is good! This is the damage that takes away the reason!
