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The purpose of our lives

Study 01-Faith-Hebrews 11-1

"Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen." 

"Faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.”

"The faith is the firmament of things hoped for, and the evidence of things not seen."

As it says in Hebrews 11:1 faith is the foundation, the basic substance, and the essential element of the Christian. It produces in us certainty, conviction, knowledge of who God is (Revelation 1: 8, John 11:25, John 14:6, John 10:9-11, John 15:1,5). By faith we understand the Word of God and know the mind of God and His nature blessed (Mark 1:32-34, Luke 4:31-37, Jn 11:1-46).

HEBREWS 11:3 "By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that the visible came into existence the things that do not appear.”

We must develop our faith (Romans 1:17, James 1:2-4), as it is for her to acquire knowledge of God, The more we know God, this faith also is strengthened and nurtured. As it is written is by faith that we can understand the things of God (I Corinthians 2:6-16).

By faith we are justified and receive the power, grace, because we are children of God (John 1:12). Many of us when we begin a wall with God we evidence. This request is incredulous, that still does not know well, who still doubts (John 20:24-29, Matthew 6:25-34). The invisible God becomes visible only in our lives when God finds faith in us (Romans 4:17-22). So, faith is of things unseen, therefore, cannot believe after the evidence, who have forfeited the privilege to see to believe, the privilege of knowing by faith, to believe and experience (Hebrews 11: 4-40, Romans 8 :24-25).

The proof that is needed: The Word became flesh and dwelt among us (John 1:1, 14). The proof is that God gave His Son for our sins (John 3:16). The proof is that Christ gave up all its glory to dwell among us and he humbled himself, and was our model of obedience unto death (Phil 2:6-11).The proof is that He rose again the third day risen and walked among us for 40 days (I Corinthians 15:14-17, Acts 1: 1-11).

But what would Unbelief? Unbelief is the way to believe that opposes the True Faith, is the certainty based on evidence, and is that which is based on the visible, or what is apparent. In fact, disbelief in the Bible is to believe in other than the word of God (Luke 11: 37-44 and Luke 12:1-9, 13-21). See the Pharisees, they were religious and believed in something, but did not believe the Word of God come down from heaven!

The Bible exhorts us to live by faith and that means live or share the same nature as God, and insofar as we know him to know our calling, our vocation. Come to know the nature of God and learn to manifest it in our lives through love, which is the very essence of God. (Romans 8:18-25, I Peter 1:7, Romans 10:1-15).

See Paul at the Areopagus (Acts 17:16-31), there he meets men seeking wisdom as was typical of Greek philosophers, and sees a place taken by idolatry, that is, the people had placed their faith in the doctrines of men and gods unknown . But Paul, inspired by the love of God, directs them faith to the only true and living God. Paul, for faith, an act of courage, and wisdom, uses elements that they knew, like the altar to God that they were strangers and talk about this altar so that now they will believe (Faith comes by hearing the Word of God , Rm 10:17).

Now we have good news for the end: Christ Himself is the Author and Finisher of our faith (Hebrews 12:2-13). Seek him in your way, open your heart and if you have lack of faith, ask God's faith!(Luke 17:3-6).
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
