Study 03-The Sin- Everything that does not come from faith is sin- Roman 14:23
Sin is to act without faith, is to act without the knowledge of God, lack of acceptance of God's love, and is going in a direction that is not the direction of God. Is to have a better life in which we have control of all things and not God, that is, to seek assurances. That's sin separates us from God, because the extent that we want to take control away from Him. Thus, sin is to have a life based on what is apparent, living what we see and not by faith (Hebrews 11:1-3, 6, Jn 20:24-29).

Tg1: 14 "... each one is tempted by his own lust, when it attracts and seduces. Then, after the lust has conceived gives birth to sin, and sin, when it is finished bringeth forth death”

All that takes the place of love in our hearts is sin, it is greed, lust is. Since the love of God cease to be our God, we come to occupy us more about ourselves, and begin to make our desire, our needs and our bellies, our god. (Philippians 3:18-19, Tg1: 13) So, until the sin is conceived as not of faith, but of lust (I John 2:15-17). In Eden, the first word that God has committed to man that he was fruit, or produce other lives (GN1: 28). However, in GN3 :1-5 we see that the Serpent (Satan) is to shift the focus of view of man, teaching him to think to yourself, your needs, in her womb, in their greed. In Eden, when man began to lust after sin entered the world and it has spread to all men and brought consequences (Rom 5:12, RM3 :9-18, Romans 6:23 Psalm 51:5, I John 1:7-10). 

All this shows us that even the ideal of Eden not guaranteed the success of the man. Remember that there were a couple, a perfect environment, literally a paradise in which God and animals of all species had fellowship with man. It was like a honeymoon prepared to be eternal. Thus we see the animal and earthly essence of our human nature, that is, we are a bottomless pit of needs and demands, since even the most perfect condition can fill us. Thus, we learn that we cannot depend on the environment or circumstances, we only need to know more about the God we serve, Jesus Christ, to mortify our earthly nature in favor of a spiritual nature (Matthew 8:23-27, Col 3 :5-11, Corinthians 15:45-49, I John 2:1-6, Gen 4:7). In Luke 5 miraculous fishing can teach us more about that when Jesus said to launch networks Peter replied, saying he had struggled all night to catch some fish. But, by obedience, launched networks and caught so many fish that they had to call other boats to share the blessings of that fishery, which was the fruit of the Word committed by Jesus. Thus, sin is to insist that was not God who said, sin is not sharing the results of blessings, that is, it is corrupt with the blessings. Probably, if they had not called the other boats would have sunk with the blessings that successful fishing.
