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Study 04- The Grace of God

We followed in our study to know God's plan for each one of us. To really know the meaning of our existence. In other words, we want to know the Creator's plan for each one of us.

"And thus commit our lives to the path that he has proposed." (Colossians 1:6-14)

And to understand this fact, we must know what God has done for us, its majestic action that enabled us to go back to their ways. "The Grace of God."

"... that when we were spiritually dead because of our 
  disobedience He brought us to the life we have in Christ. 
By God's grace you are saved. "(Ephesians 2:5)

It was God who provided the redemption of his creation, which through the man had chosen to depart from the Creator, and therefore had the curse of sin and death upon us, we were rebellious by nature. As we learned in study 2 of this series. (Romans 5:12, RM3:9-18, Romans 6:23 Psalm 51:5, I John 1:7-10)

But since we know that Love, who was able to give his Son to give us life, we now have the privilege to walk in newness of life, doing everything on everything to please him, as a sign of gratitude. (Ephesians 1:6-7, Ephesians 2:7)

But we must take care not to fall into myths and legends (things like what to eat and drink on feast days) and resume as well, practices of which God has delivered us, acting as if Christ's sacrifice was not enough to save us and give us a new life. 
(Gal 2:16-21, Gal 3, Col 2:6-8, Col 2:14-18)

"For by grace you are saved through faith. 
This does not come from you, but it is a gift given by God. "(Ephesians 2:8)

So he, Jesus, has done everything for us, He who came to us as the Lamb who takes away the sin of the world, and now we can live the life He has for us in faith, hope and love. (John 1:29, 2 Timothy 1:9, John 1:29)

"... So that being justified by grace, we become heirs, 
according to the hope of eternal life. "(Titus 3:7)

Some other texts for reading and reflection on the grace.

1) The love of God that saves people and saves them together with Him (Ps. 90.17, Eph 2.5; Titus 2:11; 2 Pet 3.18). 
2) The sum of the blessings that a person, without merit, receives from God (Ps 84.11, Rom 6.1; Eph 2.7). 
3) The supportive influence of God that allows one to save remaining faithful and firm in faith (Rom 5:17; 2 Cor 12:9; Heb 12:28). 
4) Praise, gratitude (Psalm 147.7; Mt 11:25). 
5) Goodwill; approval MERCY (Gen. 6.8; Luke 1:30; 2.52). 
6) Beauty (Proverbs 31.30). 
7) Goodness (Zech. 12:10). 
8) "Free" is "without paying" (Gen 29.15; Mt 10.8).
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
