Study 05 -God speaks- The Holy Scriptures

All scripture is divinely inspired and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness. (Timothy 3:16)

God speaks through the Bible

Also known as Scriptures Holy, Word of God and Book of the Law. He did it through the Bible.

He decided and chose people who inspired and revealed by the Holy Spirit, write the books and letters that make up the Scriptures (2 Peter 1:20-21).

In the Old Testament, written in Hebrew, the term used for Spirit is ruach, originally this word means, breathe, wind, breath and breathing.

In the New Testament written in Greek, the word used for Spirit is pneuma, similar to the Hebrew ruach, also denotes air, wind and breath. 

In the conversation between Jesus and Nicodemus in John 3:6-8, Jesus uses the combination of these two words. Thus, as the life of a newborn, the inspiration of air, his first act of inspiration is vital to their existence, In our spiritual life the inspiration of the breath of life by the Holy Spirit is vital to a relationship with God guided this revelation. We need the inspiration and be inspired by the Holy Spirit, as a way to keep us alive spiritually. The Bible is the Word of God, the only absolute truth; it not only contains parts or portions, But is fully, completely and fully to his word, making us know God, His will, His plan and purpose to all men.

Without the Word of God, the people perish

In Proverbs Chapter 29:18 says, "There is no vision the people perish."Prophecy means oracle, inspired and infallible word. The people perish easily, hem it is not inspired and not live according to God's revelation, but instead, lives at will and interest. God wants obedience and submission, will be impossible to conquer something or obtain spiritual authority if not through an understanding and discernment of God's voice (1 Sam 15:22, Acts 5:29, Heb 11:8). In the Gospel of Matthew 22:29, Jesus warns:"Ye do err not knowing the Scriptures nor the power of God “This means that many people feel cheated by not knowing the Bible, and worse, being mistaken for not wanting to know the source of this revelation, the Scriptures.

In times of conflict despite a great spiritual effervescence, is a huge blot and superficial knowledge of God by people, is a lack of knowledge or a distortion and corruption of biblical truths.

God speaks in the days today, for He is the same yesterday, today and forever

God is not silent, He keeps talking, as spoken in the past, the issue is that many a deaf ear not to hear it, who has ears, let him hear. God does not change, and His Word does not (Ps 119:89, Is 40:8).

What God speaks, cannot be changed

Whatever God says cannot be changed by anyone, very dangerous and harmful is when people want to change or misrepresent what God said (Deuteronomy 4:2: Dt 12:32; PV 30:6; AP 22:19).

God has committed with what He says

God is not a man to lie, neither the son of man that he should repent (Numbers 23:19).God keeps everything promised and there is nothing or no one can resist His will. He has power and authority to do all that He himself proposed, But He has no commitment to what He said and did not promise. There are many people frustrated and disappointed, because they have expectations and hopes in what is his own desire to desire. When God says that remains true, even when we are faithless is confirmation, that His will, purposes and plans do not depend on men, but only from Him, for He cannot deny himself (2 Tim 2:11-13).

We must always be filled with the Pneuma of God, that He will bring us revelation (Os 6:3),and not be deceived by anyone or even for ourselves. (Galatians 1:6-12, Jer 17:9).

God speaks to us through the Bible and the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, and human needs of this dialogue, it is he who guides us and without him in corruptly easily. God is immutable, remains the same yesterday, today and forever. God is timeless. The notion of time and space is merely human, God is outside, so what He said is said, will not change. We often lost in our own strength, and yet we make the mistake of thinking that God is in it. He has no commitment to what is not promised. We must be attentive to what is God's will and what is not God's will. He is perfect in all its design and purpose, nothing escapes his powerful will.
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
